INTRODUCTI ON 
 
Aurora Highlands is a neighborhood which has excellent transportation links.  There is easy  
automobile access via Interstate-395 and the George Washington Parkway. 
There is easy access into National Airport. 
There is rapid transit at Pentagon City and Crystal City Metro and VRE stations 
There are bus routes on Route 1, Glebe Road, Eads Street, 23rd Street 
 
Aurora Highlands is also a neighborhood where a very high percentage of people walk to work 
or walk to mass transportation.   While our neighborhood is among the highest users of mass 
transportation, we suffer from the pressure of cut through traffic using our neighborhood streets 
instead of major traffic arteries. This creates unsafe conditions for our pedestrians.  
 
Efforts in the past have shown some improvements.  The direct traffic connections between 
Route 1 and Eads Street (between 23rd street and 32nd St) have been closed to vehicular traffic, 
while preserving pedestrian access across Route 1.     
 
South 20th street (between Arlington Ridge Road and Fern Street) has been made safer by the 
County's addition of all-way stop signs at Joyce Street and Hayes Street.  Traffic cutting through 
the neighborhood down 20th Street has been reduced.  
 
In response to a concerted effort by citizens from the Arlington Ridge neighborhood and the 
Aurora Highlands neighborhoon, the county has lowered the speed limit on Arlington Ridge 
Road and on South 23rd Street to 25 miles per hour.  
 
There are other streets where cut through traffic presents a persistent problem that needs to be 
addressed, and high-speed traffic along some of our residential streets continues to be a concern.  
 
 
 
 
 

OBJECTI VES 
 
 1. Limit traffic cutting through our neighborhood 
 2. Promote pedestrian safety in this area where there is a lot of pedestrian traffic 
 3. Reduce speeding on neighborhood streets 
 4. Our residential area should be "insulated" from cut-through traffic that will be 
  generated by new developments, with no new vehicular traffic connections  
  between Route 1 and Eads Street 
  



 

EXISTI NG CONDITI ONS 
 
Data from NC survey, Master Transportation Plan, Neighborhood Infrastructure Report, and 
2000 Census 
 
 
Our NC Survey -  Fern Street, between 18th and 23rd is a standout problem. Of the 161 surveys 
completed, 51 specifically mentioned problems with this section of Fern Street.  Speeding traffic 
and pedestrian safety issues were repeated concerns.  In fact, of all the streets in the 
neighborhood,  the section of Fern Street between 18th and 23rd is mentioned more times than any 
other street. 
 
Numerous people expressed concerns about Fern Street's lack of sidewalks between 18th and 
22nd St., on the West Side of the street.   This stretch of Fern street is the only heavily trafficked 
street in our community that lacks sidewalks on both sides.   
 
The complex intersection of 23rd street with Route 1 was also cited many times as a problem that 
needs to be addressed.  
 
Neighborhood Infrastructure Plan 
 
The County has now identified 2 streets in Aurora Highlands that are in need of calming.  
 
In March, 2007 the County released the Neighborhood Infrastructure Plan for Aurora 
HighlandsÑ a comprehensive survey of our neighborhoods streets, sidewalks, parks and street 
lights. That report states that there are 2 streets that presently qualify for traffic calming:  
 Fern Street between 18th and 23rd  streets  
 Joyce Street between 15th and 16th Streets 
 
Data collected showed that 15% of the traffic traveling above 30 MPH  (Speed limit = 25) 
 
Other factors used to determine priority for traffic calming include volume of traffic, reported 
accidents, lack of sidewalks and other conditions.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Arlington County Master  Transportation plan(MTP) 
Arlington County is in the process of developing a new MTP.  
Many elements of this plan will impact our neighborhood. 
 
The Master  Transportation Plan classifies streets based on their level of usage. 
 This is critical to each street's level of development within the plan.  
This Material has been covered in the sidewalks section 
There are 5 types of "Arterial" streets within Aurora Highlands:  
 
Type A arterial: " Pr imarily Retail Mixed use"  
 1. 23rd Street,  between Route 1 and Grant Street 
 
Type B arterials " pr imarily urban mixed use" : 
      1.Eads Street, between S.12th Street and 23rd St  
      2. Fern Street, between Army-Navy Drive and 19th St 
      3. Hayes Street between Army-Navy Drive and Route 1  
 
Type C arterial:  " Pr imarily Commercial":  
 1. Glebe Road from Route 1 to Fern Street 
 
Type D arterial:  "Pr imarily Garden apartments and townhouse neighborhoods"  
 1. Eads Street between 23rd Street and Glebe Road 
   
Type E arterials:  " Pr imarily Single Family Residential Neighborhoods"  
 1. 23rd Street between Grant and Arlington Ridge Road 
 2. Glebe Road, between Arlington Ridge Road and Fern street 
 
All the other streets in Aurora highlands are non-ar ter ial streets. Speed limits do not exceed 25 
MPH 
 
The classification of a street is critical to matters like speed limit. For example, the speed limit is 
set at 25 for all local streets, including neighborhood principal streets,  but not "minor arterials" 
which are posted at 25-30mph.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Data from United States Census 2000 Ð This was used in the sidewalk section 
Aurora Highlands is a community that is already committed in a major way to walking.  
A majority of workers living in Aurora Highlands walk to work or public transportation instead 
of using automobiles for commuting.  
 
The United States Census in 2000 collected data on workers who use transit or who walk to 
work.  Census tracts 1036 and 1036 include virtually all of Aurora Highlands, as well as a small 
part of Arlington Ridge.  
Tract 1035- 4945 workers- 45.2% used transit and 9.6% walked to work 
    A total of 54.8% used transit or walked 
 
Tract 1036- 1911 workers-  32% used transit and 18.6% walked to work 
    A total of 50.6% used transit or walked 
 
These are the highest percentages of any neighborhood of single family homes in the County.  
Our community's commitment to walking and public transportation must be matched by a 
commitment to pedestrian safety. 
 
The community's past experience shows that traffic calming works.  For example, when 
community recommended traffic calming on 20th Street, stop signs were installed at the 
intersections with Joyce Street and Hayes Street. There is less speeding now and a perception 
that there is less cut-through traffic between Arlington Ridge Road and South Fern Street.  
 
Bicycle routes 
Aurora Highlands is in close proximity to the Mount Vernon Bike Trail and the Four-Mile Run 
trail.  There are several designated bike routes serving the neighborhood.  More trails need to be 
designated and marked.  



 

RECOMMENDATI ONS 
 
Recommendations for 5 Streets of concern 
  
South 23rd Street, from Ar lington Ridge Road to Fern Street 
 This is a popular cut-through street linking Arlington Ridge Road with Route 1.  The 
heavy vehicular traffic moves at a high rate of speed, particularly heading down the hill from 
Arlington Ridge Road, presenting a dangerous situation for pedestrians.  This section of 23rd 
street is the location of three churches, five day-care centers and a large Sheltered Occupations 
Center with many special needs workers.  There are two playgrounds within one block, on 24th 
St at Grant and Hayes.  It is a Metrobus route. There are no traffic lights in this section of 23rd 
street, and no stop signs.  
 The NIP surprisingly records no data on traffic volume and speed for this section of road, 
but traffic calming is clearly needed. 
  
            We recommend that the County conduct a study on traffic volume and speed, at the 
                      intersection of 23rd St and Joyce Street.  
 We recommend lowering the speed limit on 23rd Street to 25 MPH and posting 
  many more signs than usual to show this. 
 We recommend better police enforcement of this speed limit. 
   
  
 
 
The intersections of 23rd Street with Grant Street and Hayes Street are hazardous to pedestrians, 
including many with handicaps.  These two intersections must be calmed with all-way stop signs 
and laddered crosswalks 
 
 
Fern Street from 18th to 23rd Street  
 This is a broad straight street, running downhill for most of its length 
  from the traffic signal at 18th Street to 23rd Street 
 There is no continuous sidewalk on the west side of the street. 
 The sidewalk on the east side is narrow, with obstructions from parking 
  meters and does not meet ADA requirement 
 There are drainage issues at the intersection of Fern with 19th street. 
 There are visibility problems at the intersection of Fern at 20th Street. 
 This neighborhood has a very high walk-to-work population and 
                   this section of road is less than .5 miles to the Crystal City Metro entrance 
              This meets the definition of a Pedestrian Priority Zone in the Arlington 
         County Master transportation plan.  
 The speed limit is 25 mph. 
 The NIP shows:  85th speed = 33, Volume = 5863 
  The NIP states that this section of street qualifies for traffic calming 



 
 
 We recommend that Fern Street between 18th and 22nd streets have several 
                       traffic calming measures that will result both in lower average vehicular 
                     speed and greater pedestrian safety.  Such measures would include a median 
                    strip,  painted crosswalks at all intersections, and additional 
  all-way stop signs at 20th Street to discourage cut-through traffic.   
 Greater enforcement of the existing speed limit by police is required 
 The time has come to add a sidewalk to the west side of Fern street 
  Narrowing the street by adding a sidewalk on the west side would be helpful.  
  It would slow traffic and aid pedestrians 
  Narrowing the street would improve safety for pedestrians crossing Fern 
 The existing sidewalk on the east side of the street must be widened since it does not 
                   approach ADA standards and the placement of parking meters has made the 
       sidewalks less passable.  
 In addition, drainage problems must be addressed so there is never any standing 
  water.  Care must be taken that any new modifications do not create drainage  
  issues for homeowners 
 Remove all obstructions to visibility that are on the county right of way 
 
 
Eads Street- From Army-Navy Dr ive to 32nd St.  
 
The new proposed Master Transportation Plan refers to Eads Street as a "minor arterial", 
permitting speed limits to be posted at 25 to 30 MPH.   
 
The posted speed limit on Eads Street is 30 mph from Army-Navy Drive to 15th St, then 25 mph 
 from 15th street to 24th St, then back to 30 MPH south of 24th St 
 
The nature of this street supports limiting the speed to 25 for the entire length:  
  1.The street is largely residential, including single family homes and a senior citizens 
  apartment. 
 2.There are pedestrians crossing Eads at several points, not just at street corners but 
  mid-block.  
 3.The intersection of Eads and Fort Scott Drive continues to be a hazardous for  
  pedestrians in spite of prior interventions (see below) 
 4. The complex intersection of Eads with 23rd St and access to Route 1 is hazardous for 
  pedestrians moving between Aurora Highlands and Crystal City.  
 5. There is excessive cut-thru traffic down Eads that is looking to avoid the intersection  
  of Rte 1 and 23rd St.  This is exacerbated by out-of-service MetroBuses moving 
  toward their service facility in violation of their prior agreement with WMATA  
  not to use Eads Street for access.  
 6. There is a bike lane along Eads Street 
 7. There is a large community park along the street. 
 8. Having the speed limit on a neighborhood street changing every few blocks 
  is confusing to drivers, and is likely to be unnoticed.  



 
We recommend lowering the speed limit to 25 MPH for all of Eads Street from Army-Navy 
Drive to 32nd St.  
 
 
The large apartment blocks along Eads street have disrupted the grid of streets. There is no cross 
street between South 15th Street and South 18th Street.    Pedestrians wishing to access the Metro 
entrance within the Crystal Gateway Marriott Hotel routinely jaywalk across Eads street to that 
hotel entrance. There is no crosswalk or signage to alert drivers to this.  
 
We recommend that the County study the possibility of adding a mid-block pedestrian crossing  
 between 15th and 18th streets, with a prominent crosswalk,  signs warning traffic about  
 pedestrians crossing and a mid-block, pedestrian-activated traffic signal. Adding a Metro  
 entrance sign at that site would also be helpful to direct the pedestrians to a single safe  
 crossing location.  
  
 
 
Fort Scott Dr ive- from Eads Street up to Ar lington Ridge Road 
 NIP surprisingly doesn't mention this street as qualifying for calming 
 The speed limit is 25 mph 
 But near Grant Street the 85th speed is 32 mph, volume 828 
 This is a truly treacherous zone for pedestrians. Traffic moving downhill from Arlington 
Ridge road toward Eads Street moves quite rapidly and the road takes several bends.  
 The block from Eads to Grant has incomplete sidewalk, and there is one long section with 
no sidewalk on either  side of the street, forcing pedestrians to walk down the hill in the street. 
 The street lighting is grossly inadequate  
 At night, in the winter, this is very hazardous for pedestrians 
 
 We recommend traffic calming measures to be undertaken for all of Fort Scott Drive.  
This would include the addition of stop signs at several points, especially the intersection of Fort 
Scott and Grant Street.   We further recommend that a continuous sidewalk be placed on both 
sides of the street and that additional street lighting be added.    
 
Joyce Street, between South 15th St and South 16th St 
 According to the Neighborhood Infrastructure Plan of 2006 (NIP), the stretch of Joyce 
street between 15th Street and 16th street is a candidate for traffic calming. 
 
  Traffic feeding out from the Pentagon City Mall and Pentagon Row enters a 
neighborhood of single-family homes.   This is a very long, broad block that narrows just before 
the intersection with 16th Street.  Despite a stop sign for Joyce street at the intersection of 15th 
and Joyce, traffic seems to move at a high speed here.  The 85% speed is 31 mph, which means 
that 15% of the traffic on this street (posted at 25 mph) is going 31 mph or higher.   
  



We recommend evaluation of this street for mid-block traffic calming, with consideration of 
speed humps to slow traffic.  The addition of an all-way stop sign at the intersection of 16th and 
Joyce would further slow traffic and discourage use of Joyce street as a cut through street.  
Furthermore, we recommend changing the intersection of 15th and Joyce to an all-way stop sign, 
to support this traffic calming effort (see below) 
 
 
 
Recommendations for Seven Intersections of concern 
The intersection of 23rd St and Route 1 is quite problematic. 
 This large, complex intersection, where 23rd Street crosses Eads street, Route 1 and Clark 
street in rapid succession, has been the site of many accidents and at least one recent pedestrian 
death. 
 
Except at mid-day, the pedestrian traffic tunnel under Route 1 is not perceived as being safe and 
is seldom used.  Pedestrians continue to prefer to cross at street level.  
 
The intersection is a barrier to access for residents of Aurora Highlands who wish to walk to 
Crystal City,  a major commercial area.   
 
The intersection is a barrier to access for residents and workers of Crystal City who wish to walk 
to the restaurants on South 23rd Street.  
 
 In 2005,  the County dispatched a team of their traffic staff to conduct an on-site visit and meet 
with community representatives to evaluate the problem and look for solutions.  Following 
discussion, a list of issues and recommendations was generated, but little has been acted upon.  
(New buttons for the pedestrian crossing signals) 
 
It is unclear who is "in charge" since Route 1 is a VDOT street and the other  
 streets are County streets.  
 
While this intersection will certainly be addressed by the Crystal City Task Force, it appears that 
the plan will not include any interventions that can be implemented in the next few years.  
 
 
While the recommendations of the Crystal City Task Force will serve as the guideline for the 
long-term plan,  present safety concerns mandate that the County institute some meaningful 
interventions immediately.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
            We recommend closing off Clark Street at 23rd St. 
 Clark Street traffic can access 23rd St and Route 1 by other routes  
 
 The Crystal City Task Force will generate a plan for the modification of this intersection 
in their final draft. The implementation of the plan for the intersection should be foremost on 
their list of improvements, and the County should take measures to implement this aspect of the 
Crystal City Master Plan as soon as it is approved.  
 
 
 
 
Intersection of 15th Street and Hayes street 
This intersection, located at a corner of Aurora Highlands Park, is hazardous for pedestrians. 
There is an unusual turn lane for vehicles driving south on Hayes street ( past the Fashion Center 
Mall)  who want to turn left onto 15th street (heading toward Route 1).  The traffic light facing 
those turning vehicles is confusing to pedestrians and drivers alike.  It is unclear who has the 
right of way.  Vehicles getting a green light get angry at pedestrians who think they have the 
right to cross. The result is a high-speed left turn across traffic and pedestrian crosswalks.  
(an aerial photo would be helpful here) 
 
 
We recommend that this unusual turn lane be removed, since it is confusing and doesn't help 
either drivers or pedestrians. The intersection should revert to a simple intersection between the 
two streets.  Since both streets are broad,  left turn lanes can be added for all four travel 
directions.   
 
Intersection of 15th Street and Joyce 
 This intersection has become problematic in recent years with the opening of the very 
popular Pentagon Row development. Traffic heading east on Joyce Street comes to the "T" 
intersection where there is a stop sign.  Vehicles that wish to turn left onto Joyce street heading 
toward Army-Navy drive are placed in a dangerous situation.  
 The traffic on Joyce is fairly heavy and faster-moving 
 When there is a red light at Pentagon Row, traffic feeds out of the Pentagon Row 
                parking onto Joyce, so the flow of traffic never lets up. 
             When there is a red light by the Fashion Center Parking Lot, traffic feeds out 
                       of the lot onto Joyce, so again, the flow of traffic never lets up 
 
 The neighborhood Infrastructure Report supports traffic calming for Joyce Street between 
15th and 16th Streets.  We recommend that all-way stop signs be placed at the intersections at 
either end of the street.  
 
 
 
 



Intersection of 23rd street and Hayes street 
We have already recommended traffic calming measures (see above) for this intersection. 
In addition,  there is a visibility problem for vehicles that are coming out of Hayes Street. 
 Cars parked on east side of 23rd St block the view, making it difficult to proceed safely 
                   into the intersection 
 We recommend eliminating 2 parking spaces on 23rd St, at the corner of Hayes 
 
 
 
 
Intersection of Eads Street and Ft.Scott Dr ive 
Fast-moving traffic heading in both directions down Eads Street creates a hazardous situation for 
pedestrians who are walking out of Crystal City and wish to cross Eads Street and head up Fort 
Scott Drive.    Traffic on Eads Street, including many buses and commercial vehicles,does not 
yield to pedestrians.   There is a crosswalk at the intersection, but it is only on the south side of 
the intersection and not readily visible.  There is a sign alerting traffic to yield to pedestrians, but 
that doesn't seem to be effective. 
 
This is an important pedestrian walkway.  We recommend that there be either an all-way stop 
sign placed at this intersection or a pedestrian-activated traffic signal. The flow of traffic on Eads 
Street must be "calmed" to allow for safe pedestrian movement.  In addition, although the 
county's GIS map shows the speed limit designated for Eads Street to be 25 mph,  the signs on 
the street say 30 mph.  It is appropriate to reduce the speed limit to 25 and to have police enforce 
that speed limit, for the safety of pedestrians.  
  
 
Intersection of Hayes Street and 18th St  
 Hayes Street is the exit street for many of the public sevices at Virginia Highlands Park.  
Residents leaving the Aurora Hills Library,  Community Center/Senior program, tot lot, tennis 
courts and basketball courts, all walk through this intersection.  IN addition, many local 
commuters walking to the Metro Station at Pentagon City walk through this intersection.  
 
 There is no stop sign or other method of traffic calming on the street, leading to some 
high-speed vehicles coming down 18th Street or Hayes street. 
 
Hayes Street has a sidewalk on the west side only.  18th Street has a sidewalk on the south side 
only.    A prior evaluation of Hayes Street by the County did not reveal the necessity of traffic 
calming.   NIP states that is does not qualify for traffic calming because the 85th speed is 29 mph, 
Volume is 634.   
 
 Because of the high volume of pedestrian traffic through this residential intersection, we 
recommend that a repeat evaluation of the intersection of Hayes Street and 18th St be undertaken, 
with consideration of  adding an all-way stop at this intersection of the park facilities.  
  



Residents have expressed concern about fast-moving traffic on South 26th Streets, between Fern 
Street and Hayes Street.  There is a school bus stop in the center of this stretch of 26th Street,  
near Grant Street. 
 
We recommend that the county evaluate 26th Street, between Fern and Hayes for possible traffic 
calming measures.  
 
 
 
 
 
Parking Recommendations 
 
The businesses along South 23rd Street have long been hampered by inadequate adjacent parking.  
 
The neighborhood supports adding a parking structure that will serve neighborhood shops and 
restaurants along 23rd St.   Any commercial development proposed by the Crystal City Task 
Force for the West side of Route 1 should include parking for 23rd Street businesses.  
 
 
Eads Park is a neighborhood park, and adjacent parking should be appropriate for neighborhood 
residents who wish to use it.  The presence of 12-hour parking meters along the boundary of 
Eads Park has resulted in those spaces being used by all-day commuters, and not by local 
residents who wish to use Eads Park or adjacent businesses.  
 
 
 
We recommend removal of all 12 hour parking meters adjacent to Eads Park, since these spaces 
are used by commuters who consume valuable parking spaces needed by users of the park.   
Three 2-hour meters should be installed near Eads Street for use by patrons of adjacent 
businesses. The rest of the parking spaces should revert to unmetered 2-hour parking, and this 
must be vigorously enforced.  The community would like to permit the park and playground to 
be used by neighborhood residents, and parking enforcement is critical.  
 
 
 
 
 
Bicycle convenience and safety recommendations 
 
There is bike lane that runs down Hayes street past the Fashion Center Mall. Near the 
intersection with 15th Street, the lane swings toward the left to allow cars planning a right turn to 
enter the right hand lane-  Street markings are confusing and it creates an unsafe condition for 
bikers that needs to be corrected.   On the adjacent block, where Hayes Street runs along Virginia 
Highlands Park, there appears to be a lane for bicycles, but without the painted bike icons. 



 
 We recommend adding these painted bicycle lane icons on Hayes street, along the perimeter of 
Virginia Highlands Park to improve safety for bikers and autos.  
 
 
Future Development 
 
There is considerable development planned for our area. New construction along the Route 1 
corridor will add traffic to Aurora Highlands. Redevelopment of Crystal City will add traffic and 
parking problems. 
 
As development proceeds, there need to be safeguards in place to assure that traffic doesn't find 
its way onto neighborhood streets or that new parking problems develop.  Additional measures 
will need to be taken to assure that pedestrian safety is never compromised.

How do we do that. Does NC program have a protocol for inserting maps? 
 
 
Parking Meters 
  
There are locations within the neighborhood where there are still 12-hour parking meters. Such 
meters encourage all-day commuter parking on streets that should be used by neighborhood 
residents.  While some 4 to 6 hour meters might be appropriate near commercial and shopping 
areas, we recommend that all the 12-hour meters be replaced.  
 
 On Fort Scott Drive, along Eads Park, there are several 12-hour meters that are used by 
all-day commuters. Local residents wishing to take children to the playground  in Eads Park are 
unable to find parking. We recommend that these 12-hour meters be replaced with 90 minute 
meters and that there be appropriate enforcement.   
 
 This would be enough for the businesses but not spilling over into neighborhood streets 
 Sarah Stott is the County person for parking-  I will call her and ask for locations of 12 
hour meters if that is possible.   Are there any 12 hour meters other than those by Eads Park 
 
 
 
SOC  
The SOC was once an elementary school.  In the past, was there a stop sign anywhere near the 
school?  or a traffic light?  It would be nice to know.   
Steve will ask somebody at SOC if they remember 
Should we recommend "handicapped crossing" signs , or flashing lights, or 15 MPH zone.   
What is the Zoning of SOC?   Is it still a "school"

Comments related to buses and bus routes:  
 
Survey of neighborhood residents brought out complaints about out-of-service Metrobuses and 
ART buses continue to drive on residential streets, particularly Eads Street, and often at high 
speeds.    These buses should not be using local residential streets to access maintenance 
facilities. 
 
  We recommend that the Arlington County Government direct the ART bus drivers to obey this 
directive and to negotiate directly with WMATA. There should be written policies so that 
enforcement can be assured.   
 
 
Numerous residents responding to the Neighborhood Conservation survey complained that there 
was lots of litter around bus stops.  Some bus stops do not have a trash can, and others have trash 
cans that are overflowing  (need photo).  Some buses discharge passengers into grass/dirt strips, 
which are hazardous in wet weather.  
 
We recommend that every bus stop have a trash can that is emptied in a timely manner. 
 
All bus stops should have a paved area near the metro sign ,  so that passengers never need to 
walk across grass/mud to access a bus.
