Proposed Bylaws Amendments:

Article 111 - Membership:

Section 3. Dues

Except as otherwise provided, every mem-
bership in the Association shall expire on [strike -
June 30] [insert i October 31] of each year unless
renewed by the payment of annual dues. The
amount of annual dues shall be set by a majority
vote of the membership at a regular meeting of the
Association. [strike -Members joining in May or
June shall pay the dues for the next year and no
additional dues for the current year]. New mem-
bers shall be eligible to vote [strike - after they
have been on the Association membership rolls for
two weeks] [add -if they have paid membership
fee by October 31 for next annual year, begin-
ning November 1 and ending October 31].
[add T Members may be elected to an Officers
position if they have paid dues by October 31
and a member may be elected to be President
if they have been a member of the Association
for the full prior year].

Article 1V - Officers

Section 2. Officers shall be nominated at the
monthly meeting in October, and the list of nomi-
nees shall be provided to the membership [add i
prior to or] at the annual meeting [add 71 in No-
vembery]. Election shall be by voice vote, unless a
member requests a secret ballot. A plurality is suf-
ficient to elect.

Article VIII i Duties of Officers

Section 6. Treasurer. The Treasurer shall
keep a record of the income and expenses of the
Association, and shall pay the usual and customary
bills of the Association not exceeding $100.00 by
check, countersigned by either the President or Vice
-President. Expenses and bills exceeding $100.00
must be presented for approval by the membership
unless they are in a budget specifically approved by
the membership [add i and/or reimbursed by
donations made for specific purposes or
events] . [add T AHCA will publish in the
monthly newsletter and web site a monthly
summary of the association bank account].

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NC Projects: Ives Street between 18™"-20" was
just completed under. That puts 19" Street (600
and 700 blocks) as our next NC project, and at
the October AHCA meeting, we voted to make the
next two blocks of Ives (20"-22"%) the next NC
after 19" Street.

Vocelli Pizza vote for Special Use Permit: At

the last County Board meeting, the County

Board Members, ina 5 -0 vote, voted to reject
the special use permit based on its contra-

diction to the General Land Use Plan (GLUP).

I would encourage all of you to watch on-line via
the internet two portions of this County Board
meeting (October 18™): the section having to do
with Crystal City and the section having to do with
the Vocelli special use permit.

Parks Updates: As mentioned, Nina Park is in
the process for replacement equipment, hopefully
in 2009. Virginia Highlands Park had some surface
work done after nine year old Rory Cameron
raised the issue of glass in the ground in parts of
the park at a County Board meeting. While some
of this replacement soil has issues with stones in
it, AHCA wants to be careful to thank the County
Board and staff for the effort while working to

make sure the issue with the replacement soil
gets resolved. Also, the trial period with opening
of softball field #4 went well enough that staff has
agreed to extend the open period through June
2009. Remember, no doggies allowed! As a
neighborhood, we have stated that Virginia High-
lands Park and community center/library and old
fire house #5 should be put into Master Park Plan-
ning by the county. A suggestion has been made
that Eads Park also be put into Master Park Plan-
ning. An alternative suggestion was made to ad-
vocate one or the other. Virginia Highlands
should be the #1 priority, as previously stated,
but that AHCA should lobby the county leadership
as to why both are extremely important when
looking at the greater area from the Ridge down
through Aurora Highlands (including Pentagon
City) and bounded on the other side by Crystal
City.

The AHCA President has been invited to be part of
Focus Group for the county that will discuss how
best to balance cost recovery via tax dollars and
user fees for county parks and recreation facilities.
These groups will be on November 5" and 6.
Also, the public has been invited to give comment
regarding impact of the Long Bridge Park on rec-
reational use at National Park Service land at
Gravelly Point, Roaches Run Waterfowl Sanctuary
and the Mount Vernon Trail. Between November
